Students
participating in numerous IB
courses may pursue a pre-college
diploma, which involves taking
exams in all six subject areas and
earning at least 24 points. Pre-
college diploma students must
also complete a community
service program, extended essay
and Theory of Knowledge course.

You may take an AP exam without
taking a designated AP course,
however, most students take the
corresponding course before the
exam.

Do all colleges and universities accept these credits?

Acceptance and transfer of credits varies by college, but many do accept credits earned through these programs. Others colleges may choose to
award advanced placement instead. This allows you to take upper-level courses without taking the introductory, prerequisite courses. Some will
allow you to earn both credit and placement. If you’re interested in a specific college, be sure to ask admissions about their policy.
